With two assists in Saturday’s game, defenseman Chris Casto recorded the fifth multi-point 
performance of his American Hockey League career. In his fifth full season as a professional, 
Casto has collected four points, all assists, through 21 games with the Chicago Wolves. 

Additionally, Saturday night’s two-assist effort was the first of the 2017-18 season for the Minnesotan. 
Prior to Saturday, Casto’s last multi-point performance was a three-assist effort on Jan. 21, 2017, while 
wearing a Providence Bruins jersey against the Lehigh Valley Phantoms.

T.J. Tynan’s hat trick in Saturday’s victory marked the second hat trick of the season for 
the Chicago Wolves. Chicago’s first hat trick occurred in the opening game of the 2016-17 
campaign. Forward Alex Tuch — now skating with the Vegas Golden Knights — netted three 

goals against the Texas Stars in a 6-5 barn-burning loss for Chicago. The Wolves and Stars played in 
another game the next day that ended in the same score with the same winner. However, no hat tricks 
were had and the game needed extra time to decide a victor.

Though he has skated in just three of the previous 14 games — missing time due to injury 
— Tomas Hyka has collected five points (3G, 2A) in his last two games. On Friday, after 
missing three straight games because of injury, Hyka returned to the lineup and powered 

the club to a 6-3 victory over the pesky Grand Rapids Griffins with two goals and two assists. On 
Saturday, the 24-year-old earned another goal, his fifth point, that stood as the game-winning tally.

Forward T.J. Tynan launched 10 shots on goal in Saturday’s game against the Iowa Wild. 
The feat marked the first time a Wolves player netted a double-digit shots-on-goal total 
this season. It was also Tynan’s career-high for shots in a single game. The 25-year-old 

has met or surpassed the five-shot mark nine times in his five-year career. His previous career best 
was seven shots on April 11, 2015, against the Syracuse Crunch as a member of the Springfield Falcons.

The first time the Chicago Wolves and Milwaukee Admirals met on Oct. 28, the Wolves 
won the contest by a 2-1 margin. However, they were outshot by the Milwaukee 28-23 
and those 23 shots were the least put on net by the Wolves in a game this season. 

The contest was one of just seven games this year in which Chicago as been outshot by an opponent 
and the first of two times Milwaukee has outshot the Wolves in the season series. But, Chicago owns 
a 4-2-0-1 record when they are outscored, so giving up a few extra shots to the opponent isn’t too 
detrimental.

The Chicago Wolves put 43 shots on goal Saturday en route to a 6-3 victory over the 
Iowa Wild at Allstate Arena. The total was the Wolves’ second-highest of the season, 
one shot less than their season-high against the Manitoba Moose on Nov. 15. The 

Wolves have outshot their opponents in 19 of their 27 games this year. However, when their shots-on-
goal total is greater than their opponent, the Wolves own a 6-9-4-0 record.
